Mirrors of the Mind



After her early success as the creator of the “fur cup” (1936) in the
circle of the Surrealists in Paris, the oeuvre of the German-Swiss artist
Meret Oppenheim (*¥*1913 Berlin, 11985 Basel) has only been (re-)
discovered and perceived in its broad scope in the past few decades.
Her magically surreal objects, her paintings, her poems and concepts
for fashion, furniture and everyday objects unite figurativeness and
abstraction, her feminist and androgynous genius, complexity and
enigmatic humor. The exhibition illuminates the reception of her
multifarious work by artists who were her contemporaries as well as
representatives of later generations as Man Ray, Dora Maar, Max
Ernst, André Breton, Dieter Rot and Daniel Spoerri juxtapositioning

them with pictorial and sculptural works by Oppenheim.
